In 1929 the American Telephone and Telegraph Company began a new erat@as$itige communication when it
built the receiving station just east of Ocean Gate that local folks referred to as the "Antenna Farm". The nume
antenna were directed to cover the air waves over Atlantic shipping lanes. The idea was to provide a direct link
between ship radios and the telephone network on land.

On December 8, 1929, ship-shore telephone service was made available to the American public, and a success
achievement in communications was made possible by the "Antenna Farm" actually located in Berkeley Towns
